SUPPLEMENTAL MATERIALS

[0 Letter of Recommendation: One letter from a professor, adviser, or dean, or boss (someone who
knows you in an academic capacity is preferred) should be submitted through the online
application system or by email, fax, or post.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

To be considered for a scholarship, students must complete the scholarship application (available in the
online application) and submit the following documents:

[ Scholarship Statement (250 words): “Write a brief statement describing your need for a
scholarship.” Must be uploaded into the online application.

[0 Personal Financial Materials (American applicants only): American applicants should submit
either a Student Aid Report (SAR) or a tax return (for the most recent available year) in support of
their scholarship application. Can be uploaded into the online application or sent by email, fax, or
post.
